IMAGE INTERPRETATION  

There are 4 basic types of media to image within the body 

• Fluid 

• Tissue 

• Bone 

• Gas 

 

Fluid exists in the body in many forms.  Blood, bile, urine and liquor (amniotic fluid) are naturally occurring fluid 
collections. These regions of fluid are contained within a structure and all of these fluids will appear black on 
ultrasound. There are no interfaces within these fluid structures for the sound waves to be reflect from hence 
no echoes are returned so there is a black void displayed on the ultrasound image. The walls of the blood 
vessel, gall bladder, urinary bladder and gestation sac will appear white and will contain the fluid (black). 
Pathology such as a simple cyst will also appear black. The technical term for anything black on an ultrasound 
image is anechoic (without echoes).
