There is no viewer 
involvement. This feature is controlled by permissions.  
 

Report linking rules 
• Available for studies performed +/- 3 days from the source study. 
• Not available for studies with final reports in Approved status. 
• Not available for reports in Ordered, Reschedule, Cancelled, No Show status. 
• If applicable, Turn Around Time starts for all linked reports.  
• The study lock symbol on the worklist appears for all linked reports when transcription is 

open. 
• If a user unlinks the reports, only the source report keeps the report. 
• Reset Study on the source study unlinks and removes the report from all previously linked 

studies. 
• Reset Study on the non-source study unlinks and removes the report from only the reset 

study. 
• When linked, the button is blue. Hovering over the button opens the Linked Studies tooltip.
